HIGHTIDE: Our fun-filled program for pre-teens and teens, 7th through
12th grades, that meets every day for Bible studies and interactive
activities with their energetic counselors.

LAKESIDE: Our program for children entering grades 1st through
6th, that supercharges kids with God's love and truth in a fun and
challenging environment.

LIL POP SHOP: Located near the beach at the Dining Room, the Lil' Pop
Shop offers ice cream, pop, snacks, and candy. You may use your cashless
account for convenient purchasing, and concessions are available during
afternoon free-time.

MINISTRY CENTER "MC": The Ministry Center features two large lobbies
with fireplaces, the Sweet-n-Counter snack shop, the Dock Shop store,

a game room, a craft room, a full gym with basketball, octaball, an indoor
climbing wall, pickleball courts, a four-lane bowling alley, and fitness
equipment with walking track (must be 18 or older to access fitness area).
